INTRODUCTION

A.  King Solomon School aims to provide pupils with an international academic experience, while
enabling them to develop a strong Jewish-Zionist identity in an environment that nurtures potential
and creates a sense of responsibility towards our community and general society.

B. King Solomon School is licensed by the Israeli Ministry of Education, and operates as a certified
provider of the International Baccalaureate programme and Cambridge International Assessments.

C. The school accepts a diverse cohort of children and families. We are committed to creating a
welcoming and supportive environment suitable for all members of the school community.
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School Dates and Opening Hours - Pre-Nursery and Nursery (Nurseries)

D. King Solomon Nurseries are open from Sunday to Friday. The school day begins at 7:30am Sunday to
Friday. The school day ends at 4:00pm Sunday to Thursday with an earlier closing time of 12:00 noon
on Fridays.

E.  School Nurseries holiday dates are in line with local Israeli Ministry for Education guidelines, except
for Yom Hazikaron (Memorial Day) when schools in our local area remain closed. Additional school
days will be added to the school calendar and will be made available to parents no later than the 1st
of August 2025.

F.  During the summer holidays:

Pre-Nurseries will remain open up to the 8th of August 2026, Sundays to Thursdays 8:00am-3:00pm.
Other Nursery classes will remain open up to the 31st of July 2026, Sundays to Thursdays 8:00am-
3:00pm.

G. Theacademic year will consist of a minimum of 230 school days.
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School Dates and Opening Hours - Primary School

H. King Solomon Primary School is open from Sunday to Friday. The school day begins at 8:00am
Sunday to Friday. The school days end at 3:00pm Sunday to Thursday with an earlier closing time of
12:00 noon on Fridays. There may be other early closure days on special occasions. The school is
committed to notifying parents well in advance regarding any changes.

I.  The academic year will consist of a minimum of 205 school days.
Term dates for the academic year will be published by the 1st of August 2025.

K. Throughout July, the school runs a summer school programme from Sunday to Thursday, 8:00am-
1:00pm (including breakfast). An additional fee is charged for this programme.
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School Dates and Opening Hours - Secondary School

L. King Solomon Secondary School is open from Sunday to Thursday. Opening times may vary for
respective classes and programmes.

M. The academic year will consist of a minimum of 170 school days.

N. Term dates for the academic year will be published by the 1st of August 2025.
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School Admissions

0. The admissions process includes age-appropriate assessments, including the admission of pupils
between key stages (Nursery to Primary and Primary to Secondary). Assessments are conducted by a
professional team that submits its recommendations to the school management. Decisions are
based on assessment results and references.

P.  King Solomon School will prioritise existing pupils and their families. To that end, priority will be
given to King Solomon School pupils transferring between key stages. The respective Headteachers
may reserve school places for existing pupils and their siblings.

Q. Theabove only applies to pupils who registered during the published admissions dates.

Pupils who do not meet the school’s academic or behavioral standards will not be offered priority.

S.  The minimum age to register for pre-Nursery is the age of 1 year and 3 months. Pupils registered to
the Pre-Nursery are required to walk independently. Pupils registered to the Nursery are required to
be fully potty trained.

T. Parents may register their child for the academic year and make payment to reserve a place until the

above conditions are fulfilled.
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Registration Process

U. To start the registration process, parents must complete the application forms on the website and
pay a registration fee of 850 NIS.

V.  Payment of the registration fee does not guarantee a place in the school. The registration fee is not
refundable in any event.

W. Pupils will be invited for an interview and assessment once the application and fees have been
received. Parents will be informed of the interview and assessment outcome, including a brief
explanation regarding the reason for the decision

X.  If your child’s application is successful, you will be given 14 days to accept or decline the school’s
admission offer.

Y. Inordertoaccept the school’s offer, parents will be required to make payment arrangements for the
school year and provide a payment guarantee such as a post-dated cheque or Direct Debit Mandate
signed by both parents or carers. Failure to provide the above assurances within 14 days of notice will
result in the withdrawal of the admission offer. The school will not issue any further notices or
reminders during this period.
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z.  The following school fees apply for new pupils starting school in September 2025 in the
following key stages:

AA. No change in school fees will be applied for existing pupils continuing in the same Key Stage for
September 2025.

BB. Families with three pupils or more in the Primary and/or Secondary school may apply for a sibling
discount.

CC. The school fees are index-linked (June index 2024). Fees will not decrease in the event of a negative
index. The school will inform parents of updated school fees in June every following year, in line with
updated index rates.

DD. School fees are updated between school key stages as listed in the above table.

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Financial commitment

EE. Parents who wish to register their child for the forthcoming academic year are expected to make
arrangements for processing school fees by 31st May. This can be done via bank transfer, post dated
cheques, or signing a personal liability document.

FF. By signing the School Fees Appendix, parents are committing to payment of school fees
regardless of any future decision to cancel registration after the 31st May (prior to the opening
of the school year) or cancelling registration during the school year.

The above financial commitment is due to the school's commitment in providing quality
education throughout the year, regardless of any pupils deregistering mid-year.

GG. Parents who decide to withdraw their child from school before the end of the academic year, may
submit a request in writing for a refund. The request will be considered by the school management
based on their personal circumstances.

HH. The processing of school fees in advance of the school year, provides the school with the required
financial stability to operate effectively.

ll. A parent who wishes to withdraw their child from school, must inform the school in writing, by letter
or email to the school office.

JJ.  The attached document regarding school fees and payment arrangements must be signed as an
integral part of this agreement.

KK. By signing this agreement, parents are jointly and severally committed to arranging payments on
schedule, in line with school policy.

LL. The payment schedule includes a firm commitment of parents, jointly and severally, to sign a Direct
Debit Mandate or provide post-dated cheques for the annual school fees. Failure to comply with the
payment schedule may result in the withdrawal of the respective pupil from the school's register.

MM. The school offers bursaries and scholarships to eligible pupils. Parents who wish to make a
scholarship application must contact the school office by the 15th of June, 2025. Bursaries and
Scholarships will only be offered to pupils and families who meet the criteria. The approval of a
bursary for a set period does not provide a guarantee for a continued bursary beyond the agreed
date.

NN. KingSolomon School may offer parents additional services for additional fees, such as extracurricular
activities, school bus services, and summer camps. These services are offered for a set fee payable by
parents. The provision of additional services is dependent on demand.
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Conditional Clause

00. By law, the school is required to apply for a license from the Israeli Ministry of Education in line with
the 1969 Educational Act. The school has every intention to apply for the license well in advance and
fully comply with the ministry’s requirements. In the unlikely event that the school is not granted the
required permits, orin the unlikely event of a delay in receiving the license, neither the school nor the
parents will be liable for further services or payments. Should this be the case, parents will not be
required to pay the school and the school will not be required to compensate parents.

Relinquishment of rights

PP. The Parents/Carers are aware that the school does not receive any form of government or public
funding. To that end, pupils and parents in the school may not be able to access local authority
services provided in state-funded school systems. The school is not committed to providing these
services or replacing services offered to pupils attending local authority or state-funded settings.

Unexpected school closures

QQ. Should the school be forced to close temporarily for reasons that are beyond the management's
control, the school will make every possible effort to continue providing pupils with an education
through distance learning platforms.

RR. During temporary school closures, which are beyond the school’s control, parents will still be
required to pay for their child’s education as agreed. In the case of a prolonged closure, the school
management will consider reducing school fees if possible while covering essential costs such as staff
salaries and leaseholder fees.

School uniform

SS. All pupils are required to arrive in a full school uniform daily. The school management will update
parents with regard to school uniform requirements in advance of the school year. The school
uniform policy applies to all pupils. The respective Headteachers may apply sanctions towards pupils
who fail to comply.

Use of electronic devices

TT. The respective Headteachers will update parents regarding their school policy. This may include a
ban on Mobile phones in school or a requirement to keep mobile phones in personal bags or lockers
during school hours.

UU. Video or audio recordings are not permitted during school hours unless permitted by class teachers
or the Headteacher.
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Insurance

V. Pupils will be insured for personal accidents as specified in the school’s insurance policy. Parents
may obtain a copy from the school office. The insurance policy for the academic year of 2025-2026
will take effect from the 1st of September 2025 for pupils who registered by the 10th August 2025.
Pupils who join at a later stage must make personal insurance arrangements and provide a copy to
the school office.

Health

WW. King Solomon School will make reasonable provisions and take reasonable precautions to ensure
the health and safety of pupils. The school is not responsible for pupils’ personal health and fully
relies on information provided by parents. Parents are responsible for maintaining their child’s
health, sharing necessary medical records with the school and providing medical treatment as
necessary.

XX. Pupils should not attend school if they have been diagnosed with a contagious disease or suffer from
afever.

YY. Theschool aims to provide pupils with healthy meals while promoting a healthy lifestyle. Unhealthy
snacks and sweets are not permitted in school.

ZZ. Parents must inform the school of any known allergies before registration or as soon as they are
identified.

AAA. Parents are committed to follow school policies and procedures regarding allergies for the health
and safety of all pupils.

BBB. Children may bring a birthday cake to school for their cohort. The cake must be purchased from a
Kosher provider. For Nursery pupils, the birthday cake will be baked in school.

Kashrut at Events

CCC. Bringing unpackaged food that does not carry a kashrut stamp is strictly prohibited.

DDD.Only packaged and kosher food may be brought on birthdays or other occasions held on school
premises. Food must be Kosher under Rabbinic supervision and accepted by the Israeli Rabbinate.

EEE. Shabbat and Kashrut should be considered when inviting pupils to participate in after-school parties
and activities in line with Jewish-Orthodox standards.

FFF. Events affiliated with the school, including school events held in pupils' homes or school faculty's
homes, will end at least one and a half hours before Shabbat and will begin, at least, one hour after
Shabbat terminates.
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Academic Standards

GGG.King Solomon School aim to achieve high academic standards. Pupils who are unable to meet the
school’s academic standards, may be advised to study elsewhere.

School behavior expectations

HHH. King Solomon School expects high standards of behavior from all pupils in accordance with its
behavior policy. The school reserves the right to permanently exclude pupils who consistently
disregard the school behavior policy for the following academic year.
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Vaccinations

lll.  King Solomon School intends to fully implement the Israeli School Vaccination Programme (Known
in Hebrew as Mechusgan). Parents joining the school are fully committed to complying with this
programme.

JJJ. Acceptance to the school is subject to pupils receiving all the required vaccinations recommended
by the Israeli Ministry of Health.

KKK. Parents are committed to providing their child with all vaccinations recommended by the Israeli
Ministry of Health for the duration of their child’s enrolment in school.

LLL. Parents may be required to share their child’s vaccination history with the school.

MMM.Parents should be fully aware that children who have not received the required vaccinations, as
mentioned above, will not be permitted to enroll and will be asked to leave the school. There will be
no reimbursement of fees in this case.

NNN. Parents are fully responsible for providing their children with the required vaccinations, and the
school shall not be responsible for providing vaccinations. The school takes no responsibility for
providing vaccinations and is not responsible for any health implications caused by vaccinations.
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Employment of staff
000. Parents are not permitted to employ school teaching staff.

Parent Governors

PPP. The school management values the contribution and feedback of elected Parent Governors. King
Solomon School is committed to working in partnership with Parent Governors for the benefit of
pupils and staff. However, the school management is not committed to the implementation of
decisions or requests made by Governors.

Confidentiality and Privacy

QQQ. School staff may access confidential information provided by parents to the school or necessary
information obtained by faculty members in school on a need-to-know basis. The school is
committed to pupil privacy and handling information professionally and appropriately. If required by
law, the school will share required information with the Ministry of Education or other external
agencies.

Use of photographs and electronic images

RRR. | provide consent for my child to be photographed or videoed in school for the purpose of internal
use and the school’s social media pages (such as the school website, Facebook page and Instagram
etc.)

SSS. For the security of all pupils and staff, the school installs camera’s in the playground and classrooms.
Cameras will not be installed in private areas with the exception of the Pre-Nursery where footage of
all areas must be provided by law.

Agreement update

TTT. This agreement will be updated from time to time by the school management, and the updated
version of this document will be published on the school website. Parents will be required to sign this
agreement and make payment arrangements annually.

UUU.As parents of the registered pupil / candidate, we hereby confirm that:

VW. The acceptance of our child to King Solomon School is subject to this agreement and any other
agreements we have signed with the school. Should we provide false information, the school reserves
the right to cancel our child’s registration.

WWW. We accept the admissions policy and understand that the school is not committed to
accepting our child. We understand that we may need to make alternative arrangements should this
become necessary.

XXX. We agree to providing all the required documents outlined in this agreement prior to our child’s
registration.

YYY. We are aware parents are committed, jointly and severally, to paying the required school fees on the
agreed dates using one of the agreed payment methods.

ZZZ. We are aware that failure to pay school fees may result in the termination of the pupil's study’s in the
school, as well as further legal procedures to recover debt in accordance with Israeli law

AAAA.In addition to the above commitment, we commit to upholding King Solomon School’s educational
and social values outlined in this agreement.
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
