1. Introduction and Definitions

a.

King Solomon School aims to provide students with an International Academic
experience while enabling them to develop a strong Jewish-Zionist Identity in an
environment that nurtures potential and fosters a sense of responsibility towards
our community and the general society.
King Solomon School is licensed by the Israeli Ministry of Education, and operates
as a certified provider of Cambridge International Assessment and the
International Baccalaureate Diploma.
The school accepts a diverse cohort of children and families. We are committed to
creating a welcoming and supportive environment suitable for all members of the
school community.
For the purposes of this Policy (hereinafter: “the Policy”), the following terms shall
bear the meanings assigned to them below:
“The Institutions” — All educational frameworks operated by the King Solomon
Association, including nurseries, kindergartens, the primary school, the middle
school, and the secondary school.
“Nurseries” — Pre Nursery and Nursery

“Primary School” — Years 1 through 6.

“Secondary School” — Years 7 through 9.

“High School" — Years 10 through 12 (DP1-DP2).
“The School” — Shall refer, as applicable, to any of the above educational stages:
primary, middle, or secondary school.

“The Trust” — King Solomon School (Registered Charitable Association), which
operates the Institutions.
Where this Policy is drafted in the masculine form, it is for convenience only, and
all provisions herein shall apply equally to persons of all genders.
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2. School Dates and Opening Hours — Pre-Nursery and Nursery
(Nurseries)

a.

King Solomon Nurseries are open from Sunday to Friday. The school day begins
at 7:30am Sunday to Friday. The school day ends at 4:00pm Sunday to Thursday
with an earlier closing time of 12:00 noon on Fridays.

School Nursery holiday dates are in line with local Israeli Ministry for Education
guidelines, except for Yom Hazikaron (Memorial Day) and the 9th Av when
schools in our local area remain closed. Additional school days will be added to
the school calendar and will be made available to parents no later than the 1st of
August 2026.

During the summer holidays: Pre-Nurseries will remain open up to the 8th of
August 2027, Sundays to Thursdays 8:00am-3:00pm.

. Other Nursery classes will remain open up to the 31st of July 2027, Sundays to

Thursdays 8:00am-3:00pm.
The academic year will consist of a minimum of 230 school days.

3. School Dates and Opening Hours — Primary School

a.

King Solomon Primary School is open from Sunday to Friday. The school day
begins at 8:00am Sunday to Friday. The school day ends at 14:50 Sunday to
Thursday with an earlier closing time of 11:50 on Fridays. There may be other
early closure days on special occasions. The school is committed to notifying
parents well in advance regarding any changes.

The academic year will consist of at least 205 school days.

Term dates for the academic year will be published by the 1st of August 2025.

. Throughout July, the school runs a summer school programme from Sunday to

Thursday, 8:00am-1:00pm (including breakfast). An additional fee is charged for
the summer school programme.

4. School Dates and Opening Hours — Secondary School

King Solomon Secondary School is open from Sunday to Thursday. Opening times
may vary for respective classes and programmes.

The academic year will consist of at least 170 school days.

Term dates for the academic year will be published by the 1st of August 2026.
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5. King Solomon School Admissions

a. The admissions process includes age-appropriate assessments, including the
admission of students between key stages (Nursery to Primary and Primary to
Secondary). Assessments are conducted by a professional team, which then
submits its recommendations to the school management. Decisions are based on
assessment results and references.

b. To ensure continuity of education across school settings —Kindergarten, Primary,
Secondary, and High school —priority in the admissions process will be given to
students currently enrolled at King Solomon institutions over those applying from
other schools.

c. Transferring between school settings (Kindergarten to Primary, Primary to
Secondary and Secondary to High School) is at the discretion of the school
management.

d. Accordingly, each year the school will reserve a set number of places in the Early
Years Foundation Stage (EYFS), Year 1, Year 7, and Year 10 classes, which will
be prioritised for students progressing from King Solomon institutions. The exact
number of reserved places will be determined at the sole discretion of the school
management. Following the acceptance of King Solomon students, priority will
also be given to siblings of current King Solomon students.

e. Please note the following policies in relation to the transition between schools:

i. The transition between the different institutions within the organization is
not guaranteed. It is conditional upon meeting the requirements, criteria,
and procedures established by the school management from time to time.
Every applicant—whether they attended King Solomon Nursery or another
institution—must complete a full admissions and assessment process,
which includes, among other components, entrance examinations,
educational evaluations, and an assessment of alignment with the school's
values, policies, and standards.

ii. Attendance at a King Solomon School setting does not guarantee or entitle
a student to automatic continuation into the following school setting. The
school management reserves the exclusive, reasonable, and professional
discretion to determine whether a student who has completed a key stage
will continue their studies at the school.

iii.  Decisions regarding the admission of a student will be made independently
and professionally, based on a comprehensive consideration of
pedagogical and educational factors, and always with the best interests of
the individual student, the class, and the wider school community.

f. The above applies only to students who registered during the published admission
dates; thereafter, priority will be given in accordance with the school’s policy as
outlined above.

g. Students who do not meet the school’s academic or behavioral standards will not
be offered priority.
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h.

The minimum age to register for Pre-Nursery is 1.5 years old. students registered
in the Pre-Nursery are required to walk independently. Pupils registered at the
nursery are required to be fully potty-trained.

Parents may register their child for the academic year and make payment to
reserve a place until the above conditions are fulfilled.

6. Registration Procedure

a.

b.

The registration process includes completing the registration forms and opening a
registration file, at a cost of 950 NIS.

Completing the registration forms and paying the registration fee do not obligate
the King Solomon Association to accept the student.

The registration fee is non-refundable, whether the student is not accepted or if the
parents choose to cancel the registration for any reason.

. After the forms have been completed and payment received, the relevant

institution will review the application and, at its discretion, may invite the student
for an evaluation and personal interview.

Parents will be informed of the student’s acceptance or non-acceptance, along
with the main reasons for the decision.

If the student is accepted to King Solomon, a place will be reserved in the
designated class. Parents must confirm their decision to accept or decline the offer
within 14 days from the date the Association’s response is sent through the
school.

. A strict and essential condition for reserving a student’s place in the King Solomon

institutions is the provision of financial guarantees to secure payment of tuition
fees for the relevant academic year, by one of the following means:

i. A promissory note signed by both parents or guardians; or

i. A security cheque in the amount of 12 months’ tuition fees.
Failure to arrange payment of tuition fees and provide the required guarantees
within 14 days from the date of the admission notice will result in the automatic
cancellation of the student’s acceptance to King Solomon, without the need for any
further notice.
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7. School Fees

a. The following school fees apply for new students starting school in September 2026 in the
following key stages:

Pre-Nursery 7,500 NIS 90,000 NIS
Nursery 7,500 NIS 90,000 NIS
Primary (Years 1-6) 7,800 NIS 93,600 NIS
Secondary & High (Years 7-12) 8,000 NIS 96,000 NIS
b. School fees for continuing students for September 2026 will be published in January 2026.
c. Families with 3 children or more in the Primary and/or Secondary school may apply for a sibling
discount.
d. The school fees are index-linked (December index 2025). Fees will not decrease in the event of

a negative index. The school will inform parents of updated school fees in January every
following year, in line with updated index rates.

School fees are updated between school key stages as listed in the above table.

The school management reserves the exclusive right to grant prior written approval for receiving
payments from bank accounts held abroad. In the case of a transfer from overseas, additional
charges may apply, such as currency conversion fees, exchange rate differences, levies, and
various other charges as determined by the banks and The Trust from time to time, including
administrative fees.

Any publication of tuition fees, including in respect of continuing students, is indicative only and
does not constitute a final commitment until the Payments Appendix for the relevant academic
year has been duly signed. Updates to tuition fees are not limited to indexation alone, and the
Association may also revise the base component due to changes in costs, regulations, or
systemic requirements. Transfer between institutions is not an acquired right, and the tuition fee
applicable at the receiving institution shall apply from the actual date of transfer. Acceptance of
payments from overseas bank accounts is subject to prior approval; payments shall be deemed
completed only upon actual credit of funds, and any delay, failure, charge, or exchange rate
difference shall be borne solely by the parent. The Association reserves the right to revoke such
approval at any time and to require an alternative method of payment. For a foreign currency
payment, a 50 NIS fee will apply to perform the currency exchange.

It is clarified that the Payments Appendix attached to these regulations, marked as Appendix A,
forms an integral part thereof and governs the payment dates, methods of payment, handling
fees, and collection measures. The Association is authorised to charge handling fees, penalties,
interest, and indexation, all as detailed in the Payments Appendix. In the event of any
inconsistency between the provisions of these Regulations and the Payments Appendix, the
provisions of the Payments Appendix shall prevail.

9. 9. Commitment to Payments, Cancellation Policy and Tuition Fee
Charging Terms (this version shall take effect from 01 September 2026

and shall not apply retrospectively)

a. Registration fees constitute payment for administrative handling, placement, reservation
of a place, and institutional preparation, and are therefore non-refundable in all
circumstances, including where studies have not yet commenced or the registration has
been cancelled.

b. Advance institutional preparation
The institution prepares for the academic year well in advance of its commencement and
enters into engagements with teaching staff, suppliers, insurance providers, transport
companies, cleaning and maintenance services, and orders equipment and materials in
accordance with the number of registered students. Accordingly, even in the event of
cancellation of registration, the institution incurs fixed and non-recoverable costs that are
not dependent on whether the student actually attended.

c. Reservation of a place in class
Upon completion of the registration process and payment, an exclusive place in the class
is reserved for the student, thereby preventing the institution from admitting another
student in their stead. Late cancellation of registration or withdrawal during the academic
year causes the institution actual financial loss due to the loss of that place.
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d. Parents seeking to enrol their children at the school are required to arrange payment of
the annual tuition fees by the end of May preceding the start of the academic year,
including signing the Payments Appendix and providing the required payment methods
and securities.

e. Notice of cancellation of registration delivered by 31 May prior to the start of the academic
year shall not obligate the parents to pay tuition fees, save for the non-refundable
registration fee.

f. Charges until the student’s place is filled
A student who chooses to withdraw from the institution during the academic year shall
continue to be charged the full regular monthly tuition fee until such time as another
student actually fills their place in the class, regardless of the date on which notice of
cancellation was given. Only from the date on which the place is actually filled shall
entitlement to a partial refund, if any, be considered, in accordance with the cancellation
tiers set out below.

g. ltis hereby clarified and agreed that no refund, whether retrospective or otherwise, shall
be granted for any period during which the student’s place in the class has not been filled,
and that the cancellation tiers are intended solely to determine the scope of any possible
refund after the place has been filled, and not to reduce charges for the period of actual
withdrawal.

h. Only after the student’s place in the class has been actually filled, and subject to this
condition alone, shall the cancellation charges below apply, solely for the purpose of
assessing a potential future refund, according to the date on which the replacement
student actually commenced studies.

i. Cancellation by 31 May (three months prior to the start of the academic year) — no

charge.
Cancellation by 15 September — will raise a 20% charge of the annual tuition fee.
Cancellation by 30 November — will raise a 40% charge of the annual tuition fee
Cancellation by 31 January — will raise a 60% charge of the annual tuition fee.

. Cancellation by 31 March — will raise a 80% charge of the annual tuition fee.
From the 1st April — full payment wll be required.
It is emphasised that the above cancellation tiers are intended solely to determine the
extent of any possible refund after the place has been filled.

0. A parent who has submitted signed registration forms and paid the registration fee but
has not completed the arrangement of tuition fees and/or has not provided the required
securities by the above date, and has not delivered written notice of cancellation by that
date, shall be liable for the full annual tuition fee.

p. 17. The institution reserves the right to refuse admission to a student or to discontinue
their studies at any time if registration for the academic year has not been completed, the
required documents have not been signed, the securities have not been provided and/or
tuition fees have not been paid on time. Prevention of participation in studies due to
incomplete registration or payment shall not be deemed a cancellation of registration by
the institution.

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Each parent is required, via the registration forms, to indicate whether their child is
continuing to the following year or cancelling registration. A parent who has not provided
written notice of cancellation by 31 May shall be deemed to have renewed their child’s
registration for the following year and shall be liable for the full annual tuition fee, even if
the student did not attend in practice or if studies did not commence due to failure to
arrange payments and required documentation.

For the avoidance of doubt, it is hereby clarified that a situation may arise in which a
student does not actually attend the institution yet is charged the full annual tuition fee,
due to failure to deliver timely notice of cancellation.

Notwithstanding the above (sections 9(c), 9(d)), an Exceptions Committee may, at its sole
discretion, reduce or cancel the tuition fee charge, taking into account personal and
exceptional circumstances presented to it.

For the avoidance of doubt, notice of cancellation of registration or termination of studies
must be delivered in writing only, either by email to the institution’s administration office or
by personal delivery to the school secretary.

The above provisions derive from the Association’s preparation and reliance on a stated
number of students.

To secure their obligations, the parent shall deposit a promissory note in the attached
form, or a security cheque in the amount of the annual tuition fee.

A Payments Appendix is attached to these Regulations. The Payments Appendix forms
an integral part of these Regulations and is marked as Appendix A.

For the avoidance of doubt, it is clarified that the parents’ signatures below (both
parents/guardians jointly and severally) constitute an undertaking whereby full payment of
tuition fees, provision of the required securities as set out above, and execution of these
Regulations and Appendix A (the Payments Appendix) are a condition precedent and
exclusive to securing the student’s place at the school.

It is emphasised that the parents are aware that these Regulations, including the
Payments Appendix, bind them (jointly and severally) to pay the Association the full tuition
fees and, in addition, to provide one of the forms of security detailed above, by the agreed
dates and in accordance with the agreed payment methods.

It is agreed that failure to comply with payment requirements may constitute grounds for
immediate termination of studies, in addition to all remedies and debt collection measures
available by law.

The school maintains a scholarship budget on a socio-economic basis. A parent wishing
to apply for a scholarship must contact the school administration by 15 June preceding
the start of the academic year. King Solomon does not undertake to grant scholarships at
all or in any particular amount. Granting a scholarship for a certain period does not
constitute an undertaking to grant a scholarship for any other period.

The institutions may offer additional services for an additional fee, including after-school
enrichment activities, transport, uniforms, additional activities, and camps. The institutions
do not undertake to provide such services. Separate charges shall apply for these
services, which are subject to demand and a minimum number of participants.
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cc. ltis clarified and agreed that all charges, payment dates, cancellation tiers, securities,
and collection measures set out in this section and in the Payments Appendix apply
cumulatively and are not dependent on the actual scope of studies, the number of
attendance days, or the commencement date of studies. Suspension of studies, absence,
delay in intake, or non-utilisation of studies in practice shall not derogate from the parents’
obligation to pay the full tuition fees, all subject to the student’s place being actually filled
and in accordance with section 31 below.

dd. Without derogating from the above, any payment shall be deemed made only upon actual
credit to the Association’s account, and the Association may exercise any security,
remedy, or collection measure available to it under law or agreement.

ee. ltis clarified that the engagement between the parents and the Association does not
constitute a distance selling transaction or an online transaction as defined by law.
Parents are given a genuine opportunity to visit the institutions, familiarise themselves
with them, meet the educational and management staff, and receive full information prior
to engagement. Registration is based on direct, personal, and ongoing contact;
accordingly, the parents waive, in advance, any claim or demand under the laws
governing the cancellation of distance selling transactions, to the extent applicable.

ff. Means of payment, cheques, fees, delays, and enforcement
Payment of tuition fees shall be made in accordance with the means of payment,
including cheques, standing orders, or credit card charges, as agreed

gg. Delivery of cheques to the Association constitutes a conditional means of payment only
and does not constitute actual payment, save upon clearance of each cheque on its due
date and actual credit of the Association’s account.

hh. Delivery of post-dated cheques does not release the parent from their full and ongoing
responsibility to comply with payment dates.

ii. The date of deposit of cheques and/or execution of other payment methods shall be at the
Association’s sole discretion and within a reasonable time after the stated due date, and
not necessarily on the due date itself. The parent waives in advance any claim, demand,
or reliance regarding the date or order of deposit.

jl- Any request for change, deferral, replacement, cancellation, or update of a submitted
payment method, including change of deposit date, replacement of a bank account, or
transition between payment methods, shall be subject to the Association’s approval and
shall incur an administrative handling fee of ILS 50 per action.

kk. The parent undertakes to refrain from cancelling cheques delivered to the Association,
unless prior written approval has been obtained from the Association. Unauthorised
cancellation of a cheque shall constitute a fundamental breach of payment obligations.

Il. A cheque returned for any reason shall incur a handling fee of ILS 75 per cheque, in
addition to any fee, expense, or charge actually imposed by the bank, without prejudice to
the Association’s right to demand immediate repayment of the outstanding balance and to
take any collection measures available under law or agreement.
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mm. A standing order or credit card charge that is not honoured shall incur a handling fee
of ILS 60 per occurrence, in addition to indexation, interest, and collection expenses as
prescribed by law.

nn. Any payment not settled on its due date, for any reason whatsoever, shall bear linkage to
the Consumer Price Index and default interest at the statutory rate, from the due date until
actual payment.

oo. Without derogating from the above, the Association reserves the right at any time, and at
its reasonable discretion, to require an alternative payment method and/or additional
security, including immediate transition to a standing order or credit card charge or
delivery of a security cheque, inter alia in the event of a returned cheque, cheque
cancellation, payment arrears, or reasonable concern regarding non-payment.

pp. For the avoidance of doubt, payment shall be deemed made only upon actual credit of the
Association’s account, and not upon delivery of the payment instrument alone.

10. Conditional Clause
a. By law, the school is required to apply for a license from the Israeli Ministry of
Education in line with the 1969 Educational Act. The school has every intention of
applying for the license well in advance and fully complying with the ministry’s
requirements. In the unlikely event that the school is not granted the required
permits, or in the unlikely event of a delay in receiving the license, neither the
school nor the parents will be liable in this eventuality.

11. Relinquishment of rights
a. The Parents/Carers are aware that the school does not receive any form of
government or public funding. To that end, students and parents in the school may
not be able to access local authority services provided in state-funded school
systems. The school is not committed to providing these services or replacing
services offered to students attending local authority or state-funded settings.

12. Unexpected school closures

a. Should the school be forced to close temporarily for reasons that are beyond the
management's control, the school will make every possible effort to continue
providing students with an education through distance learning platforms.

b. During temporary school closures, which are beyond the school’s control, parents
will still be required to pay for their child’s education as agreed. In the case of a
prolonged closure, the school management will consider reducing school fees if
possible while covering essential costs such as staff salaries and leaseholder fees.
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13. School uniform

a. Before the beginning of the school year, the school administration will distribute
the updated uniform and/or dress code regulations applicable to the specific
educational institution. These regulations are binding for all students, and
appearance at school must strictly comply with the official uniform or dress code
requirements. In the event of a student arriving without the required uniform, the
school principal may take disciplinary measures as deemed appropriate, in
accordance with the policies of each institution.

14. Insurance
a. Students will be insured for personal accidents as specified in the school’s
insurance policy. Parents may obtain a copy from the school office. The insurance
policy for the academic year of 2025-2026 will take effect from the 1st of
September 2025 for students who registered by the 10th August 2025. Students
who join at a later stage must make personal insurance arrangements and provide
a copy to the school office.
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15. Health

a.

King Solomon School Trust will make every reasonable effort to safeguard the
health and safety of each student, relying on the declarations and authorizations
provided by the parents. For the avoidance of doubt, the parents bear full and sole
responsibility for their child’s general health and for any medical treatment
required, at their own expense.

Students must not attend school in any case of suspected contagious illness
and/or if the student has a fever.

The institutions promote healthy eating habits among students; therefore, snacks
or sweets of any kind are not to be brought to school.

Each King Solomon educational institution operates an on-site kitchen that
prepares meals for students and staff. The kitchen uses a wide variety of food
products, including those containing all known allergens (such as gluten, nuts,
peanuts, soy, eggs, milk, sesame, fish, and others).

Parents hold full, primary, and ongoing responsibility to inform the school
administration, in writing and explicity—both at the time of registration and
whenever any change occurs—of any allergy, sensitivity, or dietary restriction
affecting their child, including severe allergies or sensitivities posing significant
health risks.

Failure to provide such information, providing incomplete information, or delayed
updates may cause serious risk, and the School and the Association shall bear no
responsibility for any damage resulting therefrom. Parents acknowledge that the
School cannot guarantee an allergen-free environment and that any meal provided
may contain traces of various allergens.

The School Administration will make reasonable efforts to accommodate the
student’s dietary needs within operational and practical limits; however, it is
clarified that all possible allergens are present in the kitchen environment, and
complete prevention of exposure cannot be guaranteed.

It is emphasized that King Solomon kitchens are fully functioning cooking facilities
that operate as small-scale food production sites (“mini-factories”), and therefore,
the potential for allergen exposure is higher than in schools that do not cook
on-site. The sole responsibility for providing accurate, up-to-date, and complete
medical and allergy information to the administration lies with the parents.
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i. Response to Allergic Exposure or Reaction:

j- In the event of possible allergen exposure, suspected allergic reaction, or
confirmed allergic reaction, the school staff will act in accordance with emergency
and safety protocols established by the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of
Health. This includes administering first aid and initial medical treatment as
pre-authorized by the parents and the child’s physician (for example, using an
EpiPen if necessary).

k. The school administration will immediately notify the parents and relevant medical
authorities. If needed, the School will summon emergency medical services and
arrange for the student’s transfer to an external medical facility, ensuring the
child’'s safety until qualified personnel arrive.

I. Parents are responsible for providing the School, in advance and in writing, with
detailed medical instructions for responding to exposure, including submission of a
medical declaration form, any required medications, and personal emergency
injectors.

m. The parents are solely responsible for supplying, maintaining, and ensuring that all
medications provided to the School are current and not expired. The School and/or
its staff shall not be held liable for any direct or indirect damage resulting from
missing medical information, instructions, or life-saving medication on the part of
the parents.

n. The school administration will continue to operate training programs and clear
protocols for staff regarding recognition of allergic reactions, immediate response,
and reporting procedures.

o. Birthday Celebration Policy:

a. Kindergartens: Birthday cakes will be baked by the children as part of the
kindergarten activities

b. Schools: Birthday cakes may be brought from home, provided they comply
with the kosher standards specified in the following section.
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16. Kashrut and Communal Events

a.
b.

It is prohibited to bring to school unpackaged food that is not certified as Kosher.
Food brought into school for birthdays or other occasions must be Kosher under
Rabbinic supervision and accepted by the Israeli Rabbinate.

Shabbat and Kashrut should be considered when inviting pupils to participate in
after-school parties and activities in line with Jewish-Orthodox standards.

Events affiliated with the school, including school events held in pupils' homes or
school faculty's homes, will end at least one and a half hours before Shabbat
commences, and one hour after Shabbat terminates.

Due to the distance between the homes of students attending the school from
various cities, parents are kindly requested to consider the event location and
transportation arrangements for students to and from the event. Additionally,
parents should schedule the event at times that enable all classmates to
participate equally, taking into account the potential challenges of travel and
return.

17. Academic Standards

a.

King Solomon School aims to achieve high academic standards. Students who are
unable to meet the school's academic standards may be advised to
study elsewhere.

18. School behavior expectations

a.

b.

Students of the School and their parents undertake to comply with the School’s
rules of conduct and discipline, as set out in the “Orchot Chaim” (Code of Conduct)
document and/or in any behavioural procedures and guidelines as may be
determined and updated from time to time by the management of the educational
institution, which shall be binding without the need for re-signature. These
obligations shall also apply to conduct related to the School outside the School
premises and in any framework or means of communication, including social
media, parent groups, and communications with staff.

Without derogating from the above, inappropriate, offensive, threatening, or
otherwise improper conduct by a student and/or any of their parents towards other
students, parents, members of staff, or any person acting on behalf of the School,
shall constitute grounds for disciplinary measures, at the School management’s
sole, reasonable, and professional discretion, including a warning, temporary
suspension, or termination of studies. Such decisions shall not entitle any refund,
require detailed reasoning, or be subject to appeal, all subject to applicable law
and the application of the principles of reasonableness and proportionality.
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19. Use of Smart Phones and Electronic Devices

a. The management of the institutions shall determine and update from time to time
the policy governing the use of technological devices, including mobile phones,
smart watches, computers, and photographic or recording devices, in accordance
with age groups and educational, safety, and organisational needs. In certain
frameworks and age groups, the use of such devices may be prohibited entirely.
This policy shall be binding on all students, parents, and visitors to the institutions.

b. The photographing, recording, storing, use, transfer, or publication of images,
videos, or audio recordings relating to students, staff, educational activities, or
events occurring within King Solomon institutions—whether on the institution’s
premises, during off-site activities, at school-related events, or via any digital
communication medium—is strictly prohibited unless prior written approval has
been obtained from the management of the relevant educational institution. Any
breach of this section shall constitute grounds for disciplinary and organisational
measures, at the discretion of the institution’s management, all subject to
applicable law.

20. Prevention of Bullying, Violence, and Harassment

a. The school is committed to acting in accordance with the accepted principles of
the Israeli educational system, to prevent bullying, physical or verbal violence, and
harassment — including sexual harassment — in all its possible forms.

b. To this end, the school will implement educational, informative, and disciplinary
measures, including awareness programmes, reporting and monitoring
mechanisms, as well as appropriate guidance and support for students and staff.

c. In the event of a violation of school rules by a student, the school administration
reserves the right, at its sole discretion and in accordance with the principles of
reasonableness and proportionality, to take one or more of the following actions:

i. A meeting with the student and/or their parents.

ii. A verbal or written warning.

iii. Revocation of certain rights, privileges, or participation in school activities.

iv.  Temporary suspension from school for a fixed period of school days.

V. Permanent exclusion from the school — in severe or repeated cases,
following the guiding principles of educational systems both in Israel and
worldwide, and only after a fair process in which all parties are allowed to
be heard in an official meeting.

d. The implementation of disciplinary measures shall be carried out at the School’s
sole and broad discretion, and nothing herein shall be construed as imposing
absolute or strict liability on the School to prevent every possible incident of harm.
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e.

The School will act with transparency, prudence, and in accordance with the law,
while safeguarding the rights of all parties involved and ensuring a safe, respectful,
and protective educational environment free from harm.

Furthermore, the school management reserves the right, at its sole and absolute
discretion, to order the temporary or permanent exclusion of a student if it
considers that the student’s presence may cause, or is likely to cause, actual harm
or a risk of harm to another student, to members of staff, to other employees, or to
the proper atmosphere of the school. This includes, but is not limited to, cases of
serious violence, harassment or sexual misconduct, inappropriate behaviour, or
any other circumstances that justify such action to safeguard the safety, security,
and well-being of all members in the school community.

For the avoidance of doubt, any decision made under this section shall be based
on the school management’s professional and exclusive judgment and shall not be
subject to appeal, objection, or claim of any kind by the student, their parents, or
guardians, including in relation to the reasoning, discretion, or manner of
implementation of the decision.

21. Vaccinations

a.

King Solomon School intends to fully implement the Israeli School Vaccination
Programme (Known in Hebrew as Mechusgan). Parents joining the school are fully
committed to complying with this programme.

Acceptance to the school is subject to students receiving all the required
vaccinations recommended by the Israeli Ministry of Health.

Parents are committed to providing their child with all vaccinations recommended
by the Israeli Ministry of Health for the duration of their child’s enrolment in school.
Parents may be required to share their child’s vaccination history with the school
and/or sign a waver of confidentiality if necessary.

Parents should be fully aware that children who have not received the required
vaccinations, as mentioned above, will not be permitted to enroll and will be asked
to leave the school. There will be no reimbursement of fees in this case.

Parents are fully responsible for providing their children with the required
vaccinations, and the school shall not provide vaccinations. The school takes no
responsibility for providing vaccinations and is not responsible for any health
implications caused by vaccinations.
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22. Employment of staff

a.

Parents are not permitted to employ school teaching staff.

23. Parent Governors

a.

The school management values the contribution and feedback of elected Parent
Governors. King Solomon School is committed to working in partnership with
Parent Governors for the benefit of students and staff. However, the school
management is not committed to the implementation of decisions or requests
made by Governors.

24. Confidentiality and Privacy

a.

School staff may access confidential information provided by parents to the school
or necessary information obtained by faculty members in school on a
need-to-know basis. The school is committed to student privacy and handling
information professionally and appropriately. If required by law, the school will
share required information with the Ministry of Education or other external
agencies.

25. Use of photographs and electronic images

a.

| provide consent for my child to be photographed or videoed in school for the
purpose of internal use and the school’s social media pages (such as the school
website, Facebook page and Instagram) as stipulated by Israeli law. Consent for
the use of photographs and electronic images cannot be revoked.

For the security of all students and staff, the school installs cameras in the
playground and classrooms. Cameras will not be installed in private areas with the
exception of the Pre-Nursery where footage of all areas must be provided by law.
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26. Agreement update

a.

The Regulations shall be updated from time to time and as required, at the
discretion of the Association’s management. The most up-to-date version as
published on the King Solomon website shall be the binding version and shall
apply to all students and their parents, and to all institutions of the Association.

The student’s parents undertake, by their signature, to approve, each year and
prior to the commencement of the academic year, the updated Regulations and
their appendices as an integral part of the registration process and the
arrangement of tuition fees for that year.

Such approval shall be given by signing the annual registration forms, including
digital registration forms, which shall constitute an express confirmation that the
parents have read the Regulations, understood their provisions, and agree to their
terms as updated from time to time.

For the avoidance of doubt, the absence of an actual signature on the annual
registration forms shall not prejudice the validity of the parents’ obligations to pay
tuition fees, provide securities, or meet any other financial obligation arising from
the Regulations and their appendices, insofar as the student continues to attend
the Association’s institutions in practice.

Publication of the updated Regulations on the Association’s website and/or their
attachment to the registration forms shall constitute sufficient and complete notice
to the parents, and no claim shall be heard regarding lack of knowledge,
non-receipt, or lack of understanding of any updates thereto.

It is clarified that no representation, undertaking, agreement, or commitment,
whether oral or written, shall have any validity unless expressly set out in writing in
the Regulations or their appendices and approved by the Association.
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27. Declaration
a. As parents of the registered student / candidate, we hereby confirm that:

i. The acceptance of our child to King Solomon School is subject to this
agreement and any other agreements we have signed with the school.
Should we provide false information, the school reserves the right to cancel
our child’s registration.

ii. We accept the admissions policy and understand that the school is not
committed to accepting our child. We understand that we may need to
make alternative arrangements should this become necessary.

iii. We agree to provide all the required documents outlined in this agreement
prior to our child’s registration.

iv. ~ We are aware parents are committed, jointly and severally, to paying the
required school fees on the agreed dates using one of the agreed payment
methods.

v. We are aware that failure to pay school fees may result in the termination
of the students studies in the school, as well as further legal procedures to
recover debt in accordance with Israeli law

vi. In addition to the above commitment, we commit to upholding King
Solomon School's educational and social values outlined in this
agreement.

28. Privacy, Confidentiality, and Use of Information
a. The Trust is committed to operating in accordance with the provisions of the
Privacy Protection Law, 1981, including its amendments, particularly Amendment
13 to the Privacy Protection Law, as well as any other relevant applicable laws.

i. The personal information provided to The Trust as part of the registration
process and/or during the course of the student's studies will be collected,
processed, and stored solely for the day-to-day management of academic
activities, compliance with legal requirements and provision of additional
related services.

ii. As part of the operation of the school's website and/or other digital
systems, basic technological information may be collected (such as IP
address, cookies, and browsing times).

This will be done in accordance with the law and as detailed in the privacy
policy published on the institutions’ website.

iii. The student’s parents have the right to: Review the information related to
their children, request its correction or update, request its deletion, or the
restriction of its use in accordance with the provisions of the applicable
laws.
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29. Use of Technological and Digital Tools

a.

The Trust is entitled to use advanced computerised systems and artificial
intelligence (Al) tools to improve educational, administrative, and pedagogical
services, including data analysis, adapting learning materials, managing
administrative systems, and other related purposes.

All such use shall be carried out in accordance with the law, in line with the
institutions' privacy protection policies, and in a manner that does not infringe upon
the rights of students and their parents.

The parents’ consent and signature on this document shall also constitute their
consent to the use of digital tools and Al systems as described above.

. The parents’ consent to and signature on these Regulations shall also constitute

their consent to the use of digital tools and artificial intelligence systems, as set out
above. The parties hereby agree and declare that execution of this agreement and
the promissory note accompanying it by means of an electronic signature system
(such as Jotform SIGN or similar) shall constitute a binding signature for all
purposes and shall be deemed equivalent to a signature on an original document.
The parents hereby waive, in advance, any claim regarding the admissibility or
authenticity of the promissory note on the grounds that it is a digital document, and
agree that the system output, together with the audit trail, shall constitute
conclusive evidence of the execution of the signature and the creation of the
obligation.

It is further agreed that the institution shall be entitled to submit the electronic
output of the promissory note for direct enforcement with the Enforcement and
Collection Authority, without the need to present a physical original document.
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
